The Vatican Museums are made up of multiple Museums forming many "wings". The wing containing the highest 

concentration of highlights is the Pio Clementino Museum.

The Pisa city walls are historic fortifications constructed primarily in the 12th century to protect the city of Pisa, 

Italy. These defensive walls encompassed the city, featuring towers, gates, and ramparts. Over time, the walls 

underwent modifications and expansions, showcasing a blend of architectural styles. While parts of the walls have 

been lost, some sections still stand, contributing to Pisa's historical heritage and serving as a testament to its 

medieval defensive structures.
